Council has installed a 32.5 kw solar 
energy system on the roof of North Ryde 
Library. 
The system is expected to generate  
47,002 kw/h of clean, renewable electricity 
per annum, enough electricity to meet 
almost 70% of its energy needs.  
The project will reduce greenhouse gas 
emissions by close to 41,000 tonnes per 
annum, the equivalent of permanently 
removing 16.6 cars off the road every year.
The 126 solar panels have been installed  
at a fixed angle and face north to maximise 
their efficiency.
