people caring for adult children should 
also be included in planning. 

 
- It was noted that good progress has 

been made in establishing a base for 
measuring social inclusion. 

 
- This should place COR in a good 

position with regard to carrying out the 
work required in the Government 
Inclusion plan. 

 
- A good range of partner organisations
