Hundreds of trees and more traffic chaos
expected

Despite the very public claims by the NSW Government that
it is putting a freeze on development in Ryde, last week we
were hit with plans for another monster development, this
time at Ivanhoe Estate.

This new priority precinct will replace 259 dwellings with
3500 new units — an increase of 1250%.

What makes this massive development worse is the fact
that the current proposal will result in the loss of 858 trees
(including the endangered Sydney Turpentine Ironbark
Forest) more traffic congestion on local roads, insufficient
open spaces for recreation and public areas devoid of
sunlight due to the sheer size of the buildings.
