The activity will include the planting of locally indigenous trees, shrubs and groundcovers to 
enhance a habitat corridor in Marsfield that links a number of reserves with the Lane Cove National 
Park.  A free barbeque will be provided at the end of the day. 
 
City of Ryde Bushcare Officer, Sandra Payne, said:  “National Tree Day is the perfect opportunity to 
connect with nature and the local community.

Parking:  Carpark at the corner of Waterloo Road and Trafalgar Place, Marsfield.
