“The new grants will be available to a range of organisations including the three main community aid
organisations — Christian Community Aid, North Ryde Community Aid and Hunters Hill/Ryde
Community Services. These groups will continue to receive their current grant funding.

Extra funding for
our Social Support, along with our Affordable Housing and Child Care policies will help achieve just
