Important Information
•	 Library staff do not supervise children in 

the Library.
•	 All children under the age of 8 years must 

be supervised by a responsible adult or 
mature adolescent who is 16 years or older.

•	 Supervision requires that the person be 
within sight of the child at all times.

•	 Unattended children may leave the 
library at any time, hurt themselves, or be 
approached by strangers.

•	 Library staff will attempt to contact parents 
or carers if children of any age are in 
distress or unattended for an unreasonable 
length of time.

•	 If parents/carers can not be contacted, 
NSW Police or the Deparment of Family & 
Community Services may be contacted.
