PLAN REVIEW
At last week’s Council meeting, 
Council supported my Mayoral Minute 
seeking a comprehensive, city-wide 
community consultation on a review 
of the Ryde Local Environmental Plan 
(LEP) 2014, which sets the controls for 
planning in the City of Ryde. 

Council also voted to place a pause 
on any changes to the LEP related 
to increasing heights or additional 
density during the review period.

The level of change our City has 
undergone in the last five years, and 
the projected future growth, has led 
to a situation where long-term impacts 

are unknown and our community is 
suffering planning and development 
fatigue. It is therefore an ideal time 
to carry out the review as the latest 
census results are available and the 
changes in people’s lives due to the 
COVID-19 pandemic are evident.

I will be writing to our local members, 
the Hon. Mr Anthony Roberts MP and 
the Hon. Mr Victor Dominello MP to 
seek their support for this review.

Stay tuned for future updates on the 
important consultation to shape the 
future of our City.
