No further fees apply. 
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All dogs are required to be identified with a microchip before  
12 weeks of age, or before being sold or given away. You can  
get your pet microchipped by a vet or authorised identifier.   

All dogs are required to be registered by 12 weeks  
of age, or before being sold or given away. You can  

register your dog on the new NSW Digital Pet Registry  
www.petregistry.olg.nsw.gov.au or at your council.

Early age desexing is encouraged and can be performed by a vet. 
If you do not desex your dog by 6 months of age (and don’t have 

an exemption) you will be charged an additional fee.

Is your dog microchipped? 

Is your dog registered? 

Is your dog desexed? 
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Note: Late fees apply if you do not register your dog within the required timeframe.  
Penalties may also apply for owning an un-microchipped and/or unregistered dog.
