• St Anne's Anglican Church, 42 Church Street, Ryde 
• Ground Floor, 3-5 Trelawney St, Eastwood 

Postal voting closes on Wednesday 15 May.

Council pushes for pedestrian 
crossing at new skate and scooter 
park 
 Published on 24 April 2019 

City of Ryde Mayor, Clr Jerome Laxale, has called on the NSW Government to 
intervene and approve a marked pedestrian crossing on Constitution Road West 
following the completion of the new Meadowbank Park skate, scooter and play space 
facility. 

Under a motion put forward by Clr Roy Maggio in August 2018, Council resolved to 
investigate upgrading the existing traffic refuge island on Constitution Road West 
(near Federal Avenue), Meadowbank, to a marked pedestrian crossing once the 
skate, scooter and play facility was completed. 

Roads and Maritime Services (RMS) will not approve the crossing as the current 
pedestrian counts do not reach the level stipulated under the RMS’s approval 
guidelines. However, Clr Laxale has written to the NSW Transport and Roads 
Minister Andrew Constance asking him to overrule the need for the RMS criteria and 
provide a new pedestrian crossing at the location on Constitution Road West. 

“There is strong community support for a marked pedestrian crossing to be installed 
on Constitution Road West as we have already seen a large increase in the amount of 
foot traffic in the area following the successful completion of the new skate, scooter 
and play facility,” Clr Laxale said. 

“Council staff have advised that the existing pedestrian refuge could easily be 
converted to a marked pedestrian crossing without the loss of on-street parking so I 
call on Mr Constance to use his authority as Transport and Roads Minister to 
intervene and ensure residents have the safest possible access to this important 
community facility.” 

Clr Laxale added that without the intervention of Mr Constance, the process to 
obtain the necessary approvals for a pedestrian crossing would likely take months.  

“Council delivered the Meadowbank Park skate, scooter and play space facility as 
part of our commitment to provide more outdoor recreational spaces to the 
community. It is only right that all steps are taken to ensure safe access for all the 
people that use this new facility,” he said.

Construction of new skate and 
scooter park completed

Construction of the new Meadowbank Park skate, scooter and play space facility has 
been completed with keen skaters, BMX riders and scooter riders now able to try out 
the first-class facilities. 

Developed by award-winning youth space builder, Convic, the new skate and scooter 
park features a range of high-quality components that cater for people of all ages and 
skill levels.

“I would like to thank everyone who has advocated for this skate and scooter park 
over the years, in particular, the Skate Park Working Group who helped shape its 
final design and key features. Everyone who sees the finished product would agree 
that Ryde now has another outdoor facility that would be the envy of many.” 

To celebrate the new facility, the City of Ryde is staging an official opening 
on Saturday April 27.

Response to 60 Minutes story about 
recycling plastic waste 
 Published on 15 April 2019 

City of Ryde would like to clarify Council’s current recycling program following a 60 
Minutes episode about recycling plastic waste that aired on 14 April 2019. 

City of Ryde’s recycling contractor is Visy, which specialises in sorting, processing 
and onshore recycling of cardboard, plastic and aluminium. 

Material from City of Ryde yellow-lidded recycling bins is taken to a Visy Material 
Recovery Facility in Sydney, where this is sorted and processed into recycled 
materials such as new paper, plastic bottles, cans and foil and steel products, among 
others. Other materials are processed and sold to commodity markets. 

Council’s preference is to always process recyclables onshore, however, there are 
various challenges within the recycling industry, including limited onshore 
processing options in NSW, and the recycling contractor ultimately determines 
whether recycling material is sold on the commodities market. 

Every individual has a part to play in reducing waste and Council encourages 
residents to avoid excess packaging, reduce their use of single use plastics and reuse 
household material where possible. Council makes every effort to ensure that 
residents recycle right in Ryde and do not contaminate recycling bins with non-
recyclable items such as soft plastics, garden hoses, clothes and kitchen items. 

City of Ryde runs regular tours of the Visy Materials Recycling Facility at Smithfield 
to educate residents about where recycling goes after it has been collected. More 
information can be found here.

Council acknowledges Land and 
Environment Court Decision 
 Published on 12 April 2019 

The Land and Environment Court has today dismissed a claim lodged by the City of 
Ryde that the NSW Government’s Medium Density Code be ruled invalid. 

The City of Ryde commenced proceedings in the Land and Environment Court on 
behalf of residents over the NSW Government’s Medium Density Housing Code, 
alleging the government failed to consider certain environmental issues it was 
legally required to undertake before implementing the code. 

Council has been opposed to the Medium Density Housing Code since it was first 
announced by the NSW Government given the negative impact it would have on the 
City’s environment and infrastructure, and only launched legal proceedings after it 
became clear there were no other alternatives to stopping the code’s 
implementation. 

In his judgement handed down today, Justice Brian Preston SC, chief judge of the 
court, dismissed Council’s claim and ruled that the Medium Density Housing Code 
was valid. 

City of Ryde Mayor, Clr Jerome Laxale, acknowledged the decision of the court. 

“While it is a disappointing outcome, the City of Ryde respects the court’s decision,” 
Clr Laxale. 

“However, our community does not respect the NSW Government’s continued 
targeting of Ryde with overdevelopment. Coupled with the Priority Precinct 
program, the City of Ryde still maintains that the Medium Density Housing Code will 
have dire consequences for our entire community. 

“The code is yet another example of NSW Government intervention with the 
intention of overdeveloping Ryde. First it was Priority Precincts, cramming 15000 
dwellings into Macquarie Park, and now the code will lead to planning chaos in our 
quietest streets. 

“If implemented, the code will completely change the character of our City as it will 
mean the number of sites capable of being developed for medium density housing 
would have increased substantially. 

“Overnight, the City of Ryde could be transformed from predominantly low-density 
neighbourhoods with the required supporting infrastructure in place to medium 
density neighbourhoods outstripping available infrastructure and 
putting untold strain on our local natural areas. It is these serious concerns that 
led Council to commence legal proceedings against the NSW Government and the 
code. 



“The code could also result in an additional 60,000 residents in these 
neighbourhoods – five times higher than the targets set by the Greater Sydney 
Commission.” 

Clr Laxale said Council would lobby new NSW Planning Minister Rob Stokes for the 
City of Ryde to be permanently exempt from the Medium Density Housing Code. 

“We will continue our campaign for the NSW Government to give us a complete 
exemption from the Medium Density Housing Code and support Council in its efforts 
to continue its work in successfully delivering diverse and affordable housing supply 
for the community,” Clr Laxale said. 

“I was particularly heartened to read that the new Planning Minister is not wedded 
to particular government policies currently in place. I will request a meeting with 
him to work through the situation created by the NSW Government’s planning laws 
and help shape policies that will deliver appropriate development and infrastructure 
while maintaining our City’s great character.” 

Following today’s decision by the Land and Environment Court, the City of Ryde will 
continue to undertake its review of the Ryde Local Environment Plan, which is due 
to be completed by July 2020.  



Changes to parking on Rowe Street, 
Eastwood 
 Published on 11 April 2019 

From Tuesday 30 April 2019, the Eastwood Public School "Kiss & Ride" will be 
relocated to Rowe Street opposite the school, between the fire station at Shaftsbury 
Road and the zebra crossing. 

The new "Kiss & Ride" zone will operate from 8.30 - 9.30am and 3.00 - 3.30pm on 
school days. The old "Kiss & Ride" zone along the school and fire station frontages on 
Shaftsbury Road will be removed and become NO STOPPING at all times. You will no 
longer be able to stop on Shaftesbury Road. 

There is a zebra crossing at one end of the new Kiss & Ride zone with traffic lights at 
the other end, where children can safely cross Rowe Street to and from the school. 

How will these changes affect Rowe Street? 
There will be additional cars and children in Rowe Street during drop off and pick up 
times. When driving in Rowe Street, be sure to watch out for children crossing at the 
pedestrian crossing and the traffic lights, and cars pulling out of the new "Kiss & 
Ride" zone. 

The existing ½ hr parking on this section of Rowe Street will be changed to NO 
PARKING between 8.30 - 9.30am and 3.00 - 3.30pm on school days. Remember to 
move parked cars from this section of Rowe Street during these times. 

Only parking on the commercial side of the street will be affected by the proposed 
changes. 

If possible, try to avoid using Rowe Street between 3.00 - 3.30pm when traffic 
congestion will be at its peak, unless you are using the "Kiss & Ride" zone. 

Council staff and school volunteers will be helping with the operation of the new 
"Kiss & Ride zone" and directing children to the crossing points in the first week.

Information about measles cases 
reported in City of Ryde 
 Published on 05 April 2019 

Measles alert for Sydney and Maitland: On 10 April 2019, NSW Health published a 
media release advising students, train passengers and shoppers in Sydney and 
Maitland to watch out for symptoms of measles after a young woman was diagnosed. 
The student visited numerous locations while unknowingly infectious. These 
locations included Macquarie University (various buildings) on Wednesday 3 
April.  Find out more. 
Northern Sydney Local Health District has requested the following information be 
provided to City of Ryde residents.  

Northern Sydney Local Health District is asking people to be alert for signs and 
symptoms of measles after a third person was diagnosed with measles who had 
spent some time in the Eastwood shopping area in recent weeks. 

The three cases were diagnosed at medical practices in Eastwood and the public 
health unit has contacted patients who attended these practices at the same time as 
the cases. 

Measles is highly contagious and is spread in the air through coughing or sneezing 
by someone who is unwell with the disease. As these cases also spent time in the 
local shopping area people who have been in this area over the last couple of weeks 
should be alert for signs and symptoms of measles. 

Symptoms of measles include fever, sore eyes, runny nose and a cough followed 
three or four days later by a red, blotchy rash spreading from the head and neck to 
the body. 

Should you develop these symptoms please see your local doctor and call ahead to 
the practice to ensure you do not wait in the waiting room with other patients. 

The measles-mumps-rubella (MMR) vaccine is safe and protects against measles. 
People born after 1966 who have not received two doses of the vaccine are 
considered susceptible to contracting the illness. The vaccine is available free for this 
group from your local doctor. If you’re unsure whether you’ve had two doses, it’s 
safe to have another.

COUNCIL TO BUILD RYDE RIVER WALK’S MISSING LINK 

The City of Ryde will complete one of the final missing links of the Ryde River Walk 
and build a connection between Bill Mitchell Park and Ross Street at Tennyson Point. 

Councillors unanimously resolved to build the connection along Glades Bay, between 
Bill Mitchell Park and Ross Street. 

The connection will be included in the 2019/20 year of the 2019-2022 Draft Four 
Year Delivery Plan.

DRAFT CODE OF MEETING PRACTICE TO GO ON PUBLIC EXHIBITION 

A new Model Code of Meeting Practice for all local councils was recently prescribed 
by the NSW Parliament. As a result, Council resolved to place a new draft Code of 
Meeting Practice on public exhibition.  

The new code will guide the conduct of all City of Ryde Council meetings and 
committee meetings. 

The draft proposes a range of changes to the current Code of Meeting practice 
including a requirement for all committee meetings to be audio visually recorded 
and made available on the City of Ryde website. In addition, motions which require 
an additional expenditure but do not identify a source of funding will need to be 
deferred pending a report detailing the availability of Council funds. 

The draft Code of Meeting Practice will be on placed on public exhibition from 27 
March 2019 to 7 May 2019. A new Code of Meeting Practice has to be adopted by 
Council by 14 June 2019.

PILOT PROGRAM TO PROVIDE BUSINESSES WITH INFORMATION

A pilot program will be arranged by the City of Ryde to provide information to local 
business owners about food handling, food safety, food safety inspections and waste 
management.  

The pilot will take place in Eastwood and, if successful, Council will consider rolling 
out the education program across the City of Ryde in 2020 and 2021.  

COUNCIL PLEDGES TO ASSIST LOCAL CLUB CONSTRUCT A BASEBALL 
CAGE  

The City of Ryde will provide assistance to the Macquarie Saints Baseball Club to 
apply for funding to obtain 40 per cent (approximately $65,000) of the estimated 
project cost to construct a baseball cage at Pioneer Park in Marsfield. 

If the club is successful in obtaining the funding, the City of Ryde will allocate the 
remaining funds in the 2020/21 year of the Four Year Delivery Plan for the new 
baseball cage.  

SUPPORT SOUGHT FOR LIGHTING UPGRADES 

Council will seek a letter of support from local football associations and clubs to 
apply for grants under the Football NSW ‘Let’s Light up Football’ program. 

Last year, the City of Ryde was successful in obtaining two separate $20,000 grants 
under the ‘Let’s Light up Football’ program to help fund lighting upgrades 
at Marsfield Park and Monash Park.

Council to build Ryde River Walk's 
missing link

The City of Ryde will complete one of the final missing links of the Ryde River Walk 
and build a connection between Bill Mitchell Park and Ross Street at Tennyson Point. 

The award-winning Ryde River Walk was opened to the public in 2008, providing 
access to the Parramatta foreshore for walkers and cyclists between Gladesville 
Bridge and Ryde Bridge. 

However, a section at Tennyson Point diverts from the foreshore and instead forces 
people up a steep stairway and into local streets. The stairway has proved to be an 
impediment for some people while also depriving others of accessing a major part of 
the foreshore.  

At the Council meeting last week, Councillors unanimously resolved to build the 
connection along Glades Bay, between Bill Mitchell Park and Ross Street. 

City of Ryde Mayor, Clr Jerome Laxale, said building the missing link would ensure 
the Ryde River Walk became more accessible. 

“Our waterfront should be available to everyone, not just a few,” Clr Laxale said.  

“The Ryde River Walk is one of the jewels in our city’s crown and building this new 
connection will not only improve this fantastic outdoor space but also ensure the 
entire community can access this picturesque part of the Parramatta River. 

“As the City of Ryde continues to grow, it is imperative that as a Council we do all we 
can to provide more outdoor space for everyone to take advantage of and enjoy.” 



The connection between Bill Mitchell Park and Ross Street will be included in the 
2019/20 year of the 2019-2022 Draft Four Year Delivery Plan.   

A report has been commissioned that will determine the estimated cost of the new 
connection, with the view to using developer contributions to fund the connection’s 
design and construction.
