Lachlans Line cycleway proposal

Council’'s Development Assessment team has advised that the North Ryde
Precinct Development Control Plan states ‘the link will be of sufficient width
to safely accommodate dual pedestrian and cyclist movements’. No further
details are available at this stage.

Council has been given 24 hours’ notice by RMS to provide feedback on
the Condition of Consent. The Committee agreed that the proposed plan
does not provide sufficient detail to make informed comments, however
noted the lack of connectivity, landscaping and the narrow 2.5m wide
cycleway as key areas of concern.

The Committee noted that a consultant would be engaged by Council to prepare a
concept plan for the the Pittwater Road cycleway project, as well as undertake a
review of the crossing pinch points and its final alignment with Epping Road to the
eastern side. It is anticipated that the design plan will be presented to the
Committee for consideration.

Bike North queried the status of works on the shared path which is to be
constructed in both concrete and granite.

Hermitage Road

Bike North queried the status of works to reconstruct the Sydney Water access
driveway to enable a flush lip.

Bike North raised concern about the inconsistency for cyclists when the gate is left
open and suggested it only be opened to 90 degrees. Concern was also raised over
the remaining bollard being in the centre of the cycle path.

Plassey Road

Bike North queried whether Council staff could negotiate with the National Parks
and Wildlife wheelchair and cycle access through the gate leading to the National
Park at the end of Plassey Road.

Talavera Road — Loading Bay Exit

Bike North raised concern regarding the potential danger from trucks exiting the
loading bay onto Talavera Road and suggested appropriate signage be installed.

Balaclava Road

Bike North advised that the central medium outside 92a Balaclava Road requires a
No Stopping sign.
